A Leicestershire County Council highways 
spokesman told the Birstall Post: "A scheme is be-
ing developed to reduce speeding on Birstall Road 
- this has been justified following an assessment of 
vehicle speeds between Kilby Avenue and School 
Lane.

Consultation on the £30,000 scheme, which is 
likely to include a combination of speed cushions 
and Vehicle Activated Signs, is provisionally pro-
grammed for the autumn with construction before 
the end of the year.
